PROGRAM ABSTRACT: Mr. Brian Emberg, Vice President of Herbert, Rowland & Grubic, Inc., will provide an overview of the Kinzua Viaduct: History, Inspection, Repairs, and Collapse. Headlines across the nation recently mourned the collapse of this national engineering landmark, but its 100-year old story has only just begun. Due to its rich and vibrant history as a worldwide tourist attraction and its one-time status as the world’s tallest railroad bridge, the viaduct has become the focal point of several public and private fundraising efforts to preserve or rebuild its massive towers. These efforts, along with the bridge’s history, its recent inspection, emergency repairs, and collapse, will be discussed.
