PROGRAM ABSTRACT: The Lewistown Narrows is a $134 million, 3 construction section project which will span 6 years until all sections are complete.  Final design for this project took 4.5 years to complete starting December 1999 and ending June 2003.

Several challenges were overcome during the design of this project.  Minimal widths available for construction in conjunction with talus slopes in a large part of this project lead to the use of a bifurcated roadway.  This solution for overcoming one geotechnical issue ultimately resulted in an even more difficult problem.  Meeting Department slope stability criteria required over a year of investigations into and gaining approval of the methods to determine slope stability loads as well as analysis and design of the chosen remediation alternate.

Experts from PENNDOT and FHWA along with independent consultants and the design team worked together to reach solutions that will provide a highway facility that meets the needs of the traveling public.  Talking about the Lewistown Narrows, Mr. George Khoury, District Executive, stated “This is one of the most complicated and challenging engineering projects that PENNDOT and its partners have ever tackled, but finding a solution and building a new roadway are essential to ensuring a safer and more efficient Route 322 corridor”.
